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Letter from CA Government Relations Committee

Dear colleague,

The Appraisal Institute California Government Relations Committee (AICGRC), which is
comprised of members from each of the Al chapters in the state, would like to update you on
legislation that could impact your real estate appraisal practice in California.

Earlier this year, Senate Bill 70 was put forth in an effort to assist real estate appraisers in
meeting current client needs and becoming more competitive in the marketplace. Over the past
Ssi x mont hs, we have solicited feedback from
membership), and the consensus is that the bill should be amended to help solve one of the
major issues real estate appraisers face: overly burdensome reporting requirements.

In California, any licensed real estate appraiser is mandated to follow the Uniform Standards of
Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP), regardless of whether the assignment involves a
federallyZelated transaction. The feedback we have received is that some of the reporting
requirements are not needed by all clients or necessary for credible assignment results in
certain assignments. The result is that unlicensed individuals are performing these assignments,
simply because they are not bound by Califorr
having a state appraisal license.

With this in mind, the bill would change a provision in the California Business & Professions code

to allow a Restricted Appraisal Report (as described in USPAP) to be prepared for intended users
ot her t han, or i n addition to, the client Wi
assignment. This change would only be allowed in certain circumstances. Specifically, it would
not apply to a federallgelated real estate transaction, the purchase of a residential dwelling of

one to four units, or a transaction subject to a trust deed.

This one change to the code would allow those most qualified to value real estate (the real
estate appraiser) to be able to do so in a manner that satisfies client demand and ensures the
public trust. In fact, a Restricted Appraisal Report for more than one intended user is currently
being discussed by the Appraisal Standards Board, showing that this change is needed in
California, as well as the appraisal industry.
